serious cruiser does not want comfy reading chairs? Or a
snooze-length sofa? Or a comfortable TV/movie seating
arrangement?)

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Bridgedeck layout

Sleeps 4 elegantly in 2 suites (plus 6 other “overnighters” via sofa, dinette & flybridge seats that convert into doubles

1. Cockpit — Two large engine-access hatches, port
and stbd (plus a storage hatch in between), with plenty
of standing room for easy engine maintenance. The aft,
midship console (under the #1), offers several alterna-
tives: live bait well and stowage (part of our optl. Sport
Fishing package); gas BBQ w/sink and fridge; or uphol-
stered seating. Overhead, the full-length flybridge pro-
tects the cockpit from sun and rain. The cockpit can be
easily enclosed with windowed side-curtains. The entire
aft salon window (stbd. of the cockpit/salon door) hinges
up and secures to the underside of the flybridge, thereby
enlarging the salon area by 50%. Thereafter, this almost
yacht-long compartment serves as an inviting living area
equal in size to the salon of a typical 65-foot monohull.

2.  Reading/conversation nook — Includes book
table, two club or recliner chairs, and corner wet bar with
sink and icemaker. The port-side cabinet (behind the
chairs) houses a large, flat-screen TV/DVD, providing a
perfect viewing angle for those seated on the large sofa
across the roomy salon. The reading chairs can also be
moved near the sofa for additional TV or conversational
seating.

3. Salon — L-shaped sofa and coffee table. Sofa
seats 6, with one side long enough for an off-watch
snooze. (Much more comfortable and home-like than
those power cats that offer seating only at the dining
settee.) Adjoining circular staircase gives quick & easy
all-weather access to the enclosed flybridge helm over-
head. Lifting hatch at the foot of the stairs leads down to
ingenious workbench/tool-compartment in sthd hull.

4. Elevated dining settee — Great, 360° visibility.
(Plus, its height allows for standing headroom in the dou-
ble-bed guest cabin below, in port hull.) This settee’s
also a great, salon-area steering station when using a
ComNav remote-control autopilot (includes steering and
dual engine controls).

5. Full-size galley — Good cabinet storage and

counter space (counter tops in granite or Corian). Room
for all appliances (stove, oven, micro, front-load fridge &
freezer, trash compactor). Excellent lighting, airy and
well ventilated.

6. Guest suite — A closing door, plus three-steps-
down ensure privacy for your guests. The cabin, with full
standing headroom, large double bed and ample stor-
age, is under the dining area (#4). The ensuite head,
with separate shower stall, is in the forward port bow.

7. Owner’s Suite — This huge cabin (approx. 16’ x
9’) includes a BIG island bed, twin nightstands, cedar-
lined hanging locker, drawers, overhead hatches, TV,
plus a complete, private head in the forward stbd. hull. A
washer-dryer (optl) compartment is hidden aft of the
head, behind cabinetry to the right of the bottom step
(under the #5 symbol).

8. Foredeck — Includes 2 big self-draining lockers, an
electric windlass with bow roller, 200’ chain & 100’ rope,
50 Ib. anchor. There’s comfortably cushioned, built-in
seating along the forward edge of the owner’s-cabin
roof, over the anchor locker.

CONCLUSION: Get all of the above AND ei-
ther of 2 different hull configurations — We know that
some people’s cruising desires include “the need for
speed.” With that in mind, we offer the BearCat 46 in
two different “below-the-waterline” configurations: (a)
semidisplace-ment design, and (b) planing design. The
former (with 2 x 330 to 370 HP diesels) cruises at 18
knots, top speed 24 knots. The latter (planing) model,
with flatter runs along the undersides of the hulls, (and 2
x 440 to 525 HP diesels), cruises at 25 knots, top speed
of 34 knots. The cruising range of “a” is, of course, much
greater. And, as with all planing models, the com-
fort/handling factor of “b” is compromised at speeds be-
tween about 11 and 18 knots.

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Flybridge & foredeck layout
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L This roomy, all-
weather compartment offers the helmsperson a superbly
unobstructed 360° view. Your comfort is guaranteed
thanks to built-in ducting for heat and air conditioning
(positioned so the windows don’t “steam-up”). And, for
those times when you'd like to invite the outside weather
inside, the cabin opens on 5 sides: sliding side windows,
two large overhead sliding hatches, swing-open forward
port, and in the aft bulkhead there’s a large opening door
and window. Your comfort is further ensured by a choice
of helm seats: a single seat (as shown), two singles, or
a double. The settee seats six. (It also converts into a
double berth for overnight guests.) The helm station
itself is designed to accommodate all of the engine and
tankage instrumentation, the compass, and two large,
flat-screen monitors (for radar, GPS/chart-plotter, speed,
depth, etc.).

2 This gives you quick and
easy access to the main, bridgedeck level of your yacht.
(Communication throughout the vessel is even easier,
thanks to multiple intercom systems.)

s the side cabinetry gives you
room for a sink w/coffee-hot and an under-counter re-
frigerator.

“ the open aft-deck of the
flybridge is reinforced specifically to accommodate a
large tender (or jet-ski), plus an electric hoist. When at
sea, this is the preferred location to stow a tender com-
pared to hanging from stern davits (where the dinghy is
vulnerable to following seas). Once the tender is
launched, this area makes for an appealing “party deck.”
(The davit pivots out of the way.)

for up to a 14’ tender plus a pair of kayaks or windsurf-
ers.

(serving the owner’s suite and the 2 head compart-
ments), and two foredeck hatches.
